2’s- Last month the 2 year old classes with Ms. Erika and Ms. Karen were introduced to themselves. Now we
extend the idea and focus on the senses. There will be lots of cooking, crafting, and singing. Our youngest children
have adjusted beautifully to school and each other.

3’s- If you thought September was fun, October is better if you are three! It is also quite busy. Ms. Alicia, Ms.
Adrieen and Ms. Mickey introduce the children to the people in their neighborhood. Firemen, policemen, doctors,
and dentists will be a focus this month. The Threes finish the month with stories and crafts relating to Halloween.

&’s- Mis. Cindi, Ms. Iris and Ms. Meg's classes will finish their alphabet unit mid-month. They then will do a quick
study of shapes and secondary colors. They get quite involved in finger-painting and color mixing with different
mediums. The month ends, of course, with stories, crafts, poems, and songs about Halloween. This holiday seems
to be created for four year-olds. Letter and number recognition, as well as phonics instruction, continue on an
individual basis.
